company. He is a graduate in Psychology and has completed his Master’s in
Industrial and Organizational Psychology. He has also completed his Master’s
in Business Administration from the University of Mumbai.

Apart from the basic and advanced bonsai courses, teachers training course
from Bonsai Study Group of the Indo-Japanese Association, he has completed
a three-year diploma from the Tropical Bonsai School conducted by Master
Pedro Morales from Puerto Rico. He has received special caching from Master
Peter Chan for bonsai and Master Budi Sulistyo for suiseki. Sudhir has set up a
Bonsai Design Studio called *Bonsai Euphoria” near Mumbai

Sudhir has performed many demonstrations and delivered lectures in the
international and national bonsai and suiseki conventions.

As the Secretary of the South Asia Bonsai Federation (SABF), he has conducted
and organized many national and international bonsai and suiseki events.

Sudhir conducted a bonsai demonstration at Manila, Philippines in the Flora
Filipina Expo 2019 and Suiseki Festivalin 2019. Sudhir assisted Master Budi Sulistyo
as the co-judge for the suiseki display in the same expo.

Sudhir is the Lead and Founder Faculty for the suiseki and bonsai arms of The
Digital Bonsai School (DBS), incorporated by the South Asia Bonsai Federation
(SABF).

Sudhir has conceptualized and compiled a book on suiseki called “Shilakhand
—The Art of Viewing Stone Appreciation”. This book was prepared for, released
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by His Holiness Sri Ganapathy Sachchidananda Swamiji of Sri Avadhoota Datta
Peetham, Myusuru.

The Viewing Stone Appreciation of North America (VSANA), the premier Suiseki
organization by Mr. Thomas S. Elias and Ms. Hiromi Nakaoji, published Sudhir’s
suiseki stone along with a write-up about the stone in the September 2022
edition of VSANA. This is the first time an Indian suiseki was featured in VSANA.
Sudhir’s article “Suiseki — The Art of Viewing Stone Appreciation in India” was
published in September 2022. Sudhir is the first Indian writer to have published
his article in VSANA.

On May 27, 2022, Sudhir received the most prestigious “Sasya Bandhu Award
for Bonsai Art Development” instituted by His Holiness Sri Ganapathy
Sachchidananda Swamiji of Sri Avadhoota Datta Peetham, Myusurs India.

Sudhir was invited by The Bonsai and Suiseki alliance Inc. (BSAPI) for a lecture
on Suiseki at the forthcoming Bonsai Club International (BCl) Convention in
April 2023.

Sudhir was invited as a speak at BCl On Fire Convention held in Tangerang,
Indonesia from August 3 to 8, 2023. He spoke about the Indian Suiseki in the
convention. During the same show he also performed a large sized group
planting demonstration as a leader along with the team of Indian delegates
of South Asia Bonsai Federation.
